Functioning bow thrusters, stern thrusters or other special manoeuvring equipment that
substantially improves the vessel's manoeuvring capability

Ordering of tugs

When a tug is required in accordance with the rules below, it must be ordered within 2 hours before the time of assistance.
Call-off orders should be placed with the tug master on duty on +46 (0)7-6409607.
